From the Senior Minister… 
 
On Saturday just gone, on the eve of Pentecost Sunday, there was a 
wonderful prayer meeting at St ChristopherÕs in City Beach where 
Christians from Anglican churches across this area got together to: Ôpray 
for the power of the Spirit to share radical love and build communities of 
hope, transformation and healingÕ. In the final hour of that gathering, 

Richard, Ann and I from KAC led the people to pray out of this passage from LukeÕs 
Gospel where Jesus lays out his ÔmanifestoÕ of the imminent coming of GodÕs Kingdom: 
ÒThe Spirit of the Lord is on me, 
because he has anointed me 
to proclaim good news to the poor. 
He has sent me to proclaim freedom for the prisoners 
and recovery of sight to the blind, 
to set the oppressed free, 
to proclaim the year of the LordÕs favour.Ó    Luke 4:18-19 
We encouraged people to get together in pairs and to pray for each other, for their local 
church, and for the Diocese of Perth, that we would indeed seek the LordÕs anointing, that 
we would proclaim the good news and freedom for the prisoners and sight to the blind and 
let the oppressed go free and that we would, as GodÕs people, announce that now is the 
time of GodÕs unmerited favour and blessing! Alleluia! So, why not get together with a 
friend over the next few weeks, and keep praying those prayers, and keep praying until 
you see a breakthrough!  
Coming up in June there are a couple of key opportunities for us as a church to 
reach out to our community in Jesus’ name. The first is a soccer match (or two 
depending on numbers and ages!) between KAC and Scarborough Church of Christ on the 
morning of Saturday 19th June at Lake Gwelup Reserve (see the advert later in this 
edition)Éit is open to all ages and all abilities (!) and is just a fun way of getting to know 
other people from across our community. After the game, there will be a BBQ, and then a 
presentation of a DVD called ‘Chasing the Prize’ which ties in with the FIFA World Cup 
in South Africa. Come along! Bring your friends and have some fun!  
The other event is something that KAC has done before: on Monday 21st June from 7.30 Ð 
9.40pm we are showing a telecast of a live debate between Prime Minister Kevin Rudd 
and Leader of the Opposition Tony Abbott organised by ACL entitled ‘Make it Count 
2010’. If you want to vote intelligently in the upcoming Federal elections, may I 
encourage you to attend what IÕm sure will be a fascinating debate between these 2 
political leaders.
